Grant-seeking organizations may apply for funding from multiple committees, provided each
application is for a different project. Organizations that have applied for or received funds in
previous years are welcome to reapply.

Whatis Funded?

In the 2024-2025 year, Voices: The Chicago Jewish Teen Foundation’s Humanitarian Aid
Committee aims to fund organizations that save lives and alleviate suffering for individuals and
populations around the world who are victims of war, genocide (as listed by the Early Warning
Project), natural disasters, or unstable governments.

Priority will be given to Jewish Organizations.

Examples of services funded by this committee include:

1. Rebuilding efforts for communities impacted by natural disasters

2. Refugee services for displaced people

3. Advocacy against genocide

4. Food assistance and medical aid for victims of war, genocide, natural disasters, etc.
What is Not Funded?

We will not accept proposals requesting funding for:

1. For profit organizations

2. Programs/organizations primarily serving the US

3. ldeas or philosophies not supported by Voices: The Chicago Jewish Teen Foundation, or
those that are adverse to the interests of the Jewish community.
